Alto-
gether about four thousand people attended the nine meetings in six
cities.

Everywhere security checks took place; armed police guarded the
entrance of the meeting place. Nevertheless, even under these circum-
stances the Word of God went forth with exceptional power of might.
It was a triumphant victory in the Kingdom of God to the glory of God.

The truth was acknowledged by the elect; all the others will con-
tinue on in their religious ways.

As our Lorp said, the true Gospel of the Kingdom of God will be
preached for a witness to all nations. At the end of the time of grace the
biblical message is calling out from the Babylonian confusion all who
are part of the Bride Church — also those in the Islamic countries.

I wish that all brothers and sisters, who support this proclamation
in prayer and bring their tithes and offerings into the storehouse, so
that the spiritual food can be given out and thus having part of what
God is presently doing all over the earth, rejoice together with us. The
faithful God will reward all of you.
